It is with great pleasure that we invite you to participate in the 10th Con-
gress of Neonatal Infectious Diseases, “Neonatal Infections: Current Issues 
and New Developments,” which will take place on September 23–24, 2026, at 
the “Lucio Parenzan” Auditorium of ASST Papa Giovanni XXIII in Bergamo. 
 
Neonatal infections continue to represent one of the major challenges in peri-
natal and neonatal medicine. Despite significant advances in neonatal inten-
sive care, microbiological diagnostics, and therapeutic and preventive strate-
gies, they still remain an important cause of morbidity, mortality, and long-term 
sequelae, particularly among preterm infants and the most vulnerable patients. 
 
The continuous evolution of scientific knowledge and diagnostic technologies requires 
constant multidisciplinary updating. In this context, the congress aims to provide an 
opportunity for discussion among national and international specialists on the most cur-
rent and innovative topics in neonatal infectious diseases, with particular focus on pre-
vention, early diagnosis, targeted treatment, and follow-up of newborns with infections. 
 
Over the course of the two days, some of the most relevant topics in neona-
tal infectious diseases will be addressed, including congenital infections caused 
by CMV, toxoplasmosis, and syphilis; emerging viral infections; new preven-
tion strategies for RSV; prevention of healthcare-associated infections; and the 
appropriate use of antibiotics. In addition, the latest diagnostic and therapeu-
tic innovations in the management of neonatal sepsis will be explored in depth. 
 
The scientific program has been developed with particular attention to the quality and 
relevance of the content, involving nationally and internationally recognized experts, 
with the aim of providing a practical, interdisciplinary, and high-level scientific update. 
At the same time, the congress seeks to encourage dialogue among specialists, the sharing 
of clinical experiences, and professional development, with the ultimate goal of further 
improving the quality of care dedicated to our smallest and most vulnerable patients. 
 
We look forward to welcoming you to Bergamo for two days of scientific discussion and 
professional exchange.
